HOLMESFIELD CHURCH WALKING GROUP
FOOLOW WALK

On Wednesday 4th March, Robin Greetham will lead a walk starting from the Bull's Head at
Foolow(S532 5QR). We will walk through the fields to Eyam where we will have coffee in Eyam
Hall cafe. We will then walk back to Foolow on a bridleway and a minor road where we will
have lunch (optional).

The walk is about 4 miles long but there is a short cut.

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REPORTING HGVs FLOUTING WEIGHT LIMITS

The Parish Council understands that there are two ways to report HGVs flouting weight limits
in the parish.

The first is via Trading Standards at Derbyshire County Council. They have an online weight
restriction monitoring form if you'd like to report any vehicles you believe are illegally using
restricted roads. You'll need to provide details such as date and time of incident, registration
number and location. If you have a photograph of the vehicle, it can be attached to the form.
www.derbyshire.gov.uk/transport-roads/roads-traffic/traffic-management/freight-
management/weight-limits/weight-limits-roads-and-highways.aspx

They will collate the information and share it with Derbyshire police to inform and prioritise
police-led enforcement action. Unlike the police, they have very limited powers to deal with
vehicles that breach weight restrictions and will not be able to respond to individual reports.
However, the information is important to help identify problem areas.

Alternatively, you can report incidents directly to the police, telephone: 101 and pass on the
details or by following the link
www.derbyshire.police.uk/advice/advice-and-information/rs/road-safety/making-a-road-
traffic-incident-report/

We understand that the police now require video evidence to be able to take the matter further.

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JANUARY - FEBRUARY 2026 WEATHER

Well, January certainly seemed like January with some snow, rather too much rainfall, and
temperatures well down. My average temperature for the month was 2.6°C, which is almost
one and a half degrees colder than normal. The lowest temperature that | recorded was
-5.2°C (22°F) on 5th January.

We had two falls of snow, but one was only a smattering; the deepest fall was on the 8/9th
when | recorded 15cm (6 inches) in the middle of our lawn. Rainfall was 133mm which is
well over double what normally falls in January and there were only seven dry days in the
whole month. It is a good job that only a small amount of this January’s rain fell as snow.
Meteorologists usually estimate that ten inches of snow will melt down to one inch of rain.
If all the 6 inches of rain that fell had actually fallen as snow, then we would have seen about
four and half feet of snow.

So in summary, January was cold, dull and very wet. It was my second wettest January — 2021
was slightly wetter. The wet weather has continued into February and so far, half way through
the month, we have already exceeded the normal rainfall for February.

Winter is often said to be associated with spectacular cloudscapes and interesting colours.
This is in part because sunlight has to travel through more of the atmosphere when the
sun is low in the sky. This results in a process called Rayleigh scattering that makes the red
sunlight stronger than the blue and so can give colourful sunsets. Unfortunately, we had so
many overcast days this year that attractive sunsets were rare. Indeed, it often seemed that
Holmesfield was in the middle of cloud for much of this year.

| am writing this report on 15th February. Those of you with long memories may remember
the 15th/16th February 1962 when Sheffield experienced the Great Sheffield Gale. About
two thirds of the houses suffered damage and four people lost their lives as winds reached
97mph. The damage has been estimated to be well over £100 million in current values and
the Government declared a state of emergency in Sheffield. | remember walking around
Chatsworth later that year and seeing a very large number of fallen trees. Such a storm has
been estimated to recur every 150 years. Brian Brown
